I would like to start these words by thanking all of you for your confidence and by expressing my gratitude to all the 1999–2001 IASE Executive Com​mittee members: Brian Phillips, Dani Ben-Zvi, Joan Garfield, Lionel Pereira-Mendoza,

	Gilberte Schuyten, M. Gabriella Ottaviani, Susan Starkings and Tae Rim Lee, who devoted so much time and effort to improve the IASE functioning and extend their activities. These have been two very successful years for the IASE, in which we held important statistics education conferences and increased the number and quality of our publications. It also has been noticeable the greater collaboration with other institutions, the updating of our National Correspondent Network, the improvement of our web site and our increasing participation in ISI tasks.


I heartily welcome and thank the new Executive committee, the President Elect Chris Wild, past President Brian Phillips, Vice-presidents Dani Ben-Zvi, Carol Joyce Blumberg, Lisbeth Cordani, Gilberte Schuyten and Susan Starkings, as well as the co-opted members Gail Burrill, Delia North, and M. Gabriella Ottaviani, for accepting the challenging task of trying to improve the association in the next two years. It is reassuring to be able to count on such a good team of colleagues to provide advice and support and to help me in guiding the association and in carrying out its many tasks. 

We enter this new period with a strong and healthy association and with a number of plans to continue our work. Next year we celebrate our ICOTS–6 Conference in Durban South Africa. Most of us work in isolation or in small groups in different departments and institutions. At the ICOTS conferences, we have the opportunity to meet other colleagues from around the world during a week, to share our experiences with them, plan collaborative projects and feel that the ideal of University is also possible for statistics education. By now the ICOTS-6 Programme is almost finished thanks to the excellent work by the IPC Committee, and in particular to the efforts by Gabriella Ottaviani, Brian Phillips, and Dani Ben-Zvi. Our local organisers chaired by Delia North are doing their best to receive us and make us feel at home while in South Africa. I encourage you not to miss this event and contribute to a memorable conference. 

We are also working to prepare our program for ISI–54, Berlin, 2003. Gilberte Schuyten our representative at the ISI Coordinating Committee for Berlin has organised a wide and varied proposal of topics for Invited Paper Meetings, both organised by the IASE alone and in conjunction with other ISI Sections and Committees and in brief we will announce the topics and organisers. In 2004 the ICME-10 Conference will be held in Copenhagen. Conver​sations were held by Brian Phillips with Morgen Niss the chief organiser of ICME-10 to help in organising some statistical education activities, with Joe Wisenbaker as our representative for this organisation. In this same year we will celebrate our next IASE Round Table Conference near Copenhagen. The theme of the conference will be “Curricular Development in Statistics” and Gail Burrill (gburrill@nas.edu) will be the Conference Chair.

We are still looking for an adequate venue for this conference. We are also starting to think about ISI-55, to be held in 2005, Sidney and Chris Wild (c.wild@auckland.ac.nz) has agreed to represent the IASE at the ISI Programme Coordinating Committee for Sydney. Chris needs to start thinking about possible themes and organisers for the IASE Invited Papers Meetings and he would welcome any good ideas for new themes to present at this Programme. We are also working towards the first steps in the organisation of our ICOTS-7 conference in 2006. Within the incoming IASE Executive Lisbeth Cordani will be responsible to continue our previous work on this theme. 

We plan to continue our publications, including IASE representative to the editorial board of the International Statistical Review (Chris Wild), IASE matters (Gilberte Schuyten), IASE Review (Carmen), IASE pages in ISI Newsletter (Susan Starkings) and the Statistics Education Research Newsletter (SERN).
Chris Reading will be entering the SERN team with Gabriella Ottaviani and Carmen Batanero. Carol Joyce Blumberg and I will coordinate communications between our publications to make the best use of our publications and increase their interest to our audi​ences. Anyone wishing to submit information for IASE publications who is not sure which publications are appropriate for their information, may contact either Carol (cblumberg@winona.edu) or me and we will assist you in disseminating your information in the proper publications. Brian Phillips will continue maintaining our web site, which is now one main resource for statistics education. We would like to thank Joan Garfield for all her work in our different publications in the last years, including the role of associate editor in ISR, the SERN newsletter and the IASE pages in ISI Newsletter. 

In this new period we plan to start working on the World Numeracy Project. Carol Blumberg, in her role as one of the IASE Vice-Presidents and as part of her sabbatical year, will continue the work of the previous ISI World Numeracy Programme Committee by analysing possible ideas for IASE and ISI activities in this area and by organising a standing committee. She would welcome any help or ideas. See the separate article on the World Numeracy Project elsewhere in this issue of ISI Newsletter. 

The IASE is now 10 years old and even when we are getting stronger each year we can still grow. It is most important to increase our membership, since there are still many statistics educators who are not members and who can give and receive benefits from and to the IASE. Although we all will be trying to contact potential new members and we also count with the help of all the IASE members in this task, Susan Starkings and Lisbeth Cordani will be specially devoted to membership issues. We also plan to continue and to extend our policy of collaboration with other associations and professional bodies interested in statistics education in order to organise conferences, working groups or joint publications. Dani Ben-Zvi will serve as a link with mathematical education societies and I will be the contact with statistical societies. Brian Phillips will continue to coordinate the National Correspondents Network. 

Finally we think it is important to increase our presence in the ISI itself and to participate in its Committees. By now there are still a small percentage of IASE members in ISI, and we feel that we are underrepresented as compared with other ISI Sections. Since ISI members must be nominated, it is important that IASE members who deserve it be nominated each time there are elections for ISI membership. We think there are potential ISI members in our association, and it is important to organise a Committee that looks for these people and prepare a nomination proposal. Helena Bacelar, who is an IASE and ISI member has agreed to organise this committee and start its functioning.

From this summary of our plans for the next two years, you can see that this will be another very busy and challenging period. We are lucky to count with a larger Executive Committee than in previous period as well as with members of the past Executive and members outside the Executive who are willing to work for the IASE in the next two years. Many other people are willing to serve the IASE as National Correspondent in their countries, and as organisers of sessions for next ICOTS-6 Conference or ISI–54 Session, speakers or reactors in our conferences, in providing information for our publications and in getting new members. We hope to continue receiving your help in all these tasks in the next period, since it is only with the help of all members that IASE can become a strong association. Electronic mail now makes communication easier. We will also be very glad in receiving your feedback at any time you have an idea to improve the IASE functioning or you want to get more information about our work.
